Four SMG-Managed centers among ten picked as “Up and Coming” convention locations

Philadelphia (December 13, 2001)-  SMG announced today that four SMG managed facilities are in the top ten up and coming convention locations as chosen by the September 2001 issue of “EXPO” Magazine.

They are as follows.

Fort Lauderdale, Florida.  The Fort Lauderdale/Broward County Convention Center is under a 33-million dollar project expanding to 230,000 sq. ft. of exhibit space.  

The expansion includes the addition of six meeting rooms and the Grand Floridian ballroom.  The convention center is known for its exceptional customer service, and outstanding catering services. 

 A 334 million dollar renovation and new terminal project at the Fort Lauderdale Hollywood International Airport will be completed in 2004.  Bolstered by a 29.3 percent population growth countywide.

Houston, Texas.  SMG managed Reliant Arena, Reliant Stadium, Reliant Center and Reliant Astrodome add to this cities allure and prominence.  With four facilities on one site, Reliant Park offers convenience and a unique opportunity for non-traditional tradeshows and conventions.  Reliant Center is scheduled to open in March of 2002 and Reliant Stadium in August of 2002.  The Reliant Park campus will have over two million feet of exhibit and convention space.

Knoxville, Tennessee. The new SMG managed Knoxville Convention Center, which will boast 150,000 sq. ft. of exhibit and meeting space, is opening in the spring of 2002 in Worlds Fair Park.  The facility has a central location to the adjacent University of Tennessee and conference center across the street.

Salt Lake City, Utah.  The Olympics are set to go in the winter of 2002, and new downtown hotels have contributed to a 64 percent guest room increase in Salt Lake City.  The SMG managed South Towne Exposition Center has 250,000 sq. ft. of exhibit space and will accommodate displaced Olympic events.  The Salt Palace Convention Center, which will be used as the “media center” for the Olympic games, completed expansion last year, and now boasts over 365,000 sq. ft of exhibit space.
