House lights are of E.T.C. MFG., and are controlled separately from all other lighting systems

RIGGING/FLY SYSTEM XE "RIGGING/FLY SYSTEM" 
There are 41 single purchase counter weight line sets available. All line sets have six cable picks and a capacity of 1,200 pounds. Trim heights are: low trim 3’-6” and high trim 62’-6”. The locking rail is located off stage left, and is at stage level

· Four of the 41 line sets, set numbers 19, 36, 53, and 60, are used as electrics. Each as a non-movable electrical raceway installed, thus limiting weight capacity to 700 pounds. These line set may be used but have a varied high trim due to cable picks

· There are, in addition to the 41 working line sets, 5 dedicated sets for the Orchestra Shell. Shell sections are hung on line sets 10, 27, 44, 63  with a high trim of 50’-6”, and on line set 60 with a high trim of 31’9”. These are non-working sets, and cannot be removed
· The 1st electric, not included in the 41 working sets, is a motor driven line set with a 

capacity of 3,600 pounds. This also has a electrical raceway installed.

· All line set are 1 1/2” Schedule 40 black pipe, and are 60’ in length. Pipe extensions are available as necessary

· The fire curtain, motorized, is black with light absorbing louvers on the bottom 12’ for use as the portal border. The fire curtain is 1’-0” in dept., and may not be blocked by any scenery, lighting, or other item.

· The first working line set, #1, is located 0’-6” from 0’-0”. The last working line set, #75 is located 37’-6” from 0’-0”

· There are two pin-rails levels on both stage left and right, with approximate 3000’ of 5/8” hemp for spot lines along with 32 spotting blocks

· The gridiron floor is of steel “subway grill” construction support by well beams. Counterweight lines are rigged overhead leaving a 6’-0” clear work area. Spot block may be positioned anywhere on grill work. Chain motor rigging is possible, but must attached to the well beam not the grill work. Well beam are located on 11’-0” centers starting 5’-6” right and left of center

· There is approximately 44,800 pounds of pig iron available in 15 and 30 pound increments

· A complete line set schedule is attached

INTERCOMMUNICATIONS XE "INTERCOMMUNICATIONS" 
· The theater has a 17 station 2 channel Clear-Com system. The master station is located at the stage managers desk, off stage right
· Dressing room paging is controlled through a independent system, control station located at the stage managers desk, off stage right
· Dressing room monitor is controlled through a independent system, control station is located at the stage managers desk, off stage right. Each dressing room has individual control over the room volume, Note - that this volume control also control the paging volume
BOOTHS XE "BOOTHS" 
· Sound and lighting booths are located at the rear of the 1st balcony level

· No scenery or equipment may be placed under the fire curtain, which in any way would impede its fully contacting the stage floor

· Cables are allowed to be run in aisles so long as they are dressed and tape in a neat and safe manner

· No vehicles are to be “parked” in the loading dock

· Pyrotechnics are allowed in the stage house, but are subject to approval by the Event Coordinator, Spectacor Management Group, and Peoria fire Marshall. Advance notice and proper paper work are required with no exceptions. Approval may take as long as 2 weeks
SECURITY/REGULATIONS XE "SECURITY/REGULATIONS" 
· The Peoria Civic Center has security personnel on duty 24 hour a day. 

· Backstage security is required whenever an event is taking place

· Due to the size of the building Peoria Civic Center Ushers are required when patrons are in the building. The number required will vary depending on the estimated attendance of the event. Volunteers are welcome for smaller event, but a minimum number of usher must be Peoria Civic center employees for emergency purposes

· No freight deliveries will be accept until contracted time commences, all freight that must be delivered before event date must be sent to Peoria Flag and Decorating at 2914 N. Wisconsin St., Peoria IL 61603, 800 322-3946, delivery notice must be made in advance
